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INTRODUGCAO:Nos Ultimos anos houve uma expansdo dos procedimentos
clinico-cirtrgicos realizados pelo dermatologista, concomitante ao aumento da
demanda de intervencdes na saude publica. A maioria das cirurgias em
dermatologia é de baixa complexidade e sdo possivelmente realizadas nos
ambulatérios, o que proporciona atendimento com resolutividade aos pacientes
e contribui para a organizacdo da rede de atencdo a saude. OBJETIVO:
Analisar se pacientes que necessitam de intervencBes cirdrgicas
dermatoldgicas no ambulatorio do SUS obtém resolucéo através de referéncia,
via setor publico ou privado e o tempo demandado para a realizacdo dos
procedimentos. METODOS: Far&o parte deste estudo pacientes selecionados
no ambulatorio de dermatologia da UNIT em Macei6-AL que apresentem idade
igual ou superior a 18 anos. O instrumento utilizado para avaliacdo sera uma
ficha de coleta de dados especialmente elaborada contendo identificacéo,
contatos telefnicos, hipotese diagndstica, o procedimento e o referenciamento
do paciente. RESULTADOS ESPERADOS: Que o0s pacientes que necessitam
de intervencgBes cirurgicas dermatologicas nos ambulatérios do SUS néo
obtenham resolucdo nas consultas e aguardam longos periodos para realizar
seu tratamento ou ndo os realizam. Espera-se, também, que os dados obtidos
com essa pesquisa possam diagnosticar a necessidade urgente de realizacao
de procedimentos pouco invasivos no ambiente ambulatorial, diminuindo o
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tempo de espera para a resolucédo dos casos, além de desencadear o interesse
da instituicdo para a implantacdo de um sistema de realizacdo de pequenas
cirurgias em seu ambulatério de dermatologia.
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RESOLUTIVITY FREQUENCYEVALUATION OF PATIENTS ATTENDED IN
THE DERMATOLOGY AMBULATORYOF A UNIVERSITY WHO NEED TO
SUBMIT DERMATOLOGICAL SURGERY INTERVENTIONSTOF LOW
COMPLEXITY

INTRODUCTION: In recent years there has been an expansion of clinical and
surgical procedures performed by dermatologists, concomitant with the
increasing demand for public health interventions. Most dermatology surgeries
are of low complexity and are possibly performed in ambulatory, which provides
patients with resolutive care and contributes to the organization of the health
care network. OBJECTIVE: To analyze whether patients requiring
dermatological surgical interventions at the SUS ambulatory obtain resolution
through referral via the public or private sector and the time required to perform
the procedures. METHODS: This study will include patients selected at the
UNIT dermatology ambulatory in Maceio-AL who are 18 years of age or older.
The instrument used for evaluation will be a specially prepared data collection
form containing identification, telephone contacts, diagnostic hypothesis, the
procedure and referral of the patient. EXPECTED RESULTS: That patients who
need dermatological surgical interventions in SUS ambulatory do not get
resolution in consultations and wait long periods to perform their treatment or do
not. It is expected that the data obtained from this research may diagnose the
urgent need to perform minimally invasive procedures in the outpatient setting,
in addition to emphasizing the need for outpatient surgery, reducing the waiting
time for case resolution, which may trigger including the interest of the
university itself to implement the system of performing minor surgeries in the
dermatology outpatient clinic.
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
