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RESUMO: Introducéo: Definida como uma doenca genética e hemorragica, a hemofilia é
identificada clinicamente pelo sangramento excessivo e por demandar um tempo maior
para formacdo do coagulo, devido a deficiéncia dos fatores de coagulacdo que sao
necesséarios para formacdo do coagulo sanguineo. Essa condi¢do requer um tratamento
envolvendo diversas areas da saude, incluindo a Odontologia, uma vez que a cavidade oral
€ bastante vascularizada predispondo a regido a situagdes de sangramento. Todavia, vale
destacar que por vezes muitos desses individuos acabam que negligenciando sua higiene
bucal decorrente do medo de apresentar sangramentos durante a escovacao e o uso do fio
dental. Objetivo: Realizar uma avaliagcdo do conhecimento dos endodontistas, cadastrados
no setor publico, em relagdo a hemofilia e aos cuidados e manejo do tratamento
endodoéntico em pacientes hemofilicos. Metodologia: trata-se de um estudo transversal de
abordagem quantitativa, realizada com cirurgides-dentistas, endodontistas, da Secretaria Municipal
de Salde em atividade nas Unidades de Saude Béasica da cidade de Maceid, através de um
questionério contendo informagdes pessoais e seis perguntas quanto ao conhecimento desses
profissionais sobre hemofiliae o manejo em caso de haver necessidade de tratamento endod dntico.
Resultados: De acordo com os resultados foi possivel constatar que a totalidade dos
profissionais tem ciéncia do que se trata a doenga, mesmo que de formarasa e objetiva, o
gue € benéfico, principalmente na assisténcia ofertada, visto que, a frequéncia mensal
encontrada de pacientes hemofilicos na rede publica varia entre 5 a 15 individuos por més.
A respeito da oportunidade de prestar assisténcia a esses portadores, 57,14% afirmaram
ja ter atendido e 42,86% que nado, aos que responderam gue sim, assinalaram que em
média de 5 (cinco) hemofilicos chegaram a necessitar de procedimento endodéntico. Com
isso, a fim de avaliar se os profissionais sabiam algo a respeito das peculiaridades que
envolvem o protocolo de tratamento desses pacientes, sendo perguntado se o profissional
julgava necessario algum procedimento ou conduta diferenciada, 25,00%, afirmaram que
ndo e 75,00% que sim, desses que julgaram necessario, 100% dos voluntarios
responderam que a solicitacdo de exame sanguineo € necessario e 28,57%, acham que
além do sanguineo deve-se pedir também exames glicémico. Conclusdo: Apesar dos
endodontistas saberem a definicdo da hemofilia, 25% julgaram que ndo ha necessidade de
cuidados especiais durante os procedimentos com esses portadores, o0 que sugere falta de
conhecimento a respeito das particularidades que o0 grupo carece durante 0s
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os cuidados e manejos, proporcionando maior seguranca aos profissionais e hemofilicos.
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ABSTRACT: Introduction: Defined as a genetic and hemorrhagic disease, hemophilia is
clinically identified by excessive bleeding and because it requires a longer time for clot
formation, due to deficiency of the clotting factors that are necessary for blood clot formation.
This condition requires treatment involving several areas of health, including dentistry, since
the oral cavity is highly vascularized, predisposing the region to bleeding situations.
However, it is worth mentioning that sometimes many of these individuals end up neglecting
their oral hygiene due to the fear of bleeding during brushing and flossing. Objective: To
carry out an assessment of the knowledge of endodontists, registered in the public sector,
regarding hemophilia and the care and management of endodontic treatment in hemophiliac
patients. Methodology: this is a cross-sectional study with a quantitative approach, carried
out with dental surgeons, endodontists, from the Municipal Health Department active in the
Basic Health Units of the city of Maceid, through a questionnaire containing personal
information and six questions regarding the knowledge of these professionals about
hemophilia and management in case of need for endodontic treatment. Results: According
to the results, it was possible to verify that all professionals are aware of what the disease
is about, even if in a shallow and objective way, which is beneficial, especially in the
assistance offered, since, the monthly frequency found hemophiliac patients in the public
network vary between 5 to 15 individuals per month. Regarding the opportunity to provide
assistance to these patients, 57.14% stated that they had already attended and 42.86% that
they did not, to those who answered that they did, that on average 5 (five) hemophiliacs
came to need an endodontic procedure. Thus, in order to assess whether the professionals
knew something about the peculiarities surrounding the treatment protocol of these patients,
asking if the professional deemed it necessary to have a different procedure or conduct,
25.00% said they did not and 75.00% that yes, those things that they deemed necessary,
100% of the results obtained that requesting a blood test is necessary and 28.57%, think
that in addition to blood, one should also ask for blood glucose tests. Conclusion: Although
endodontists know the definition of hemophilia, 25% thought that there is no need for special
care during the procedures with these patients, which is necessary, lack of knowledge about
the particularities that the group lacks during the procedures, however it is done specialized
other studies and design of a protocol with care and management, providing greater security
to professionals and hemophiliacs.
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
